And unfortunately, this space has a bad reputation for being full of scammers; zealots who are all hype; or well-meaning enthusiasts who are, unfortunately, just too light on practical and theoretical detail. 
I come to you with:
· An active, public profile and professional a reputation that is at stake
· Real, successful fundraising and tokenomic design experience in blockchain
· Over a decade of prior varied experience as a financial analyst and consultant
· Strong, respected academic foundations and credentials in economics and finance
· Demonstrated experience and success as an educator for finance professionals
So let’s step though some of those details there. 
First my blockchain experience:
· I started working in Blockchain in 2020. I worked with about 20 projects to raise funds, design tokens and economies, write whitepapers, and support treasury and portfolio management 
· Those that made it to market represent over $100m in newly committed capital
· One of my projects was admitted by Outlier Ventures a top VC in the space, to one of their incubation programmes, so I was able to become familiar how top experts reason about a number of tokenomic issues.
· Since the market cooled off, I’ve taken a deliberate step back from client work to create these training offerings, up-skill myself, and to participate in thought leadership and discussion with various communities of professionals with different backgrounds and specialisations
· A recent highlight was being able to interview ex-UK Prime Minister Boris Johnson about the at a blockchain conference in Singapore - yes that’s me!
I came to blockchain following a decade of experience as a financial analyst and consultant.
· I’d developed a practice as a freelance financial modelling consultant serving clients in diverse sectors such as: mining, feal estate, fast moving consumer goods, renewable energy, SaaS startups
· Prior to that I was the guy running quantitative models that were used to win public auctions to develop over a $1bn of new renewable energy capacity in Chile, and obtain a $430m debt financing for a wind portfolio out there.
· And before that I was working at Bloomberg as a research analyst covering markets for all kinds of climate related technologies, and performing long-term modelling of energy demand and power sector development. 
I built that career on solid academic credentials that include:
· Earning the CFA Charter, all exams passed on first attempt
· A Masters degree in Economic Policy awarded with Merit from UCL
· And Bachelors degree awarded with first class honours in Philosophy and Economics from the University of Bristol
Let me tell you, it has been an absolute delight to discover a new lease of life for my studies in economics (which is a very different field from finance). I’m very grateful for just how much that foundation is helping me make sense of, and innovate in this space.
